Survey	Monkey	Results	as	of	June	2020:		23	out	of	≈	250	members:	

• The	respondents	are	50:50	on	in	person	vs	virtual	meetings	
• 70%	of	respondents	prefer	lunchtime	to	attend	chapter	meetings	
• 41%	preferred	a	social	event	like	a	happy	hour	over	going	to	a	sporting	event	
• 67%	preferred	giving	back	to	their	community	by	conducting	a	presentation	at	a	local	career	day	
• 74%	preferred	being	able	to	collect	CEUs	for	attending	chapter	meetings
